Students must have completed the Bachelor’s 
program relevant to the academic field. 

        Admission to Design classes 

In addition to the standard application documents, 
students applying for a Design study program, must 
submit a portfolio covering recent relevant works 
and a motivational letter. 

Students applying for the Horizon study program 
"Sustainable Clothing/Apparel Technology 

(Bachelor)" must have studied in an engineering 
program for a minimum of 4 semesters prior to 
coming to HTW Berlin.
